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After the city issued an urgent notice, South
District rapidly researched the arrangement of mass
nucleic acid tests. By fully drawing on the work
experience of Guangzhou City and surrounding
towns/sub-districts, it finally decided to organize a
nucleic acid collection in batches region by region
upon comprehensive consideration and judgment,
taking into account the population distribution of
South District, to ensure the orderly advancement of
testing. 90,000 permanent residents were all tested
without omission.

Nearly 500 Party-member volunteers composed
of cadres and employees from different units,
departments, communities, and economic unions in
South District were assigned to nucleic acid collection

sites. Moreover, medical workers from South District

quickly arrived at the frontline of the fight against
the pandemic in response to the call for mass nucleic
acid testing and immediately entered the "combat
state".

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South District: One of the "Most Cultural"” Towns/Sub-districts in the City
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A few days ago, the Communiqué of the Seventh
National Population Census of Zhongshan City was
released. The detailed data of 24 towns/sub-districts
in Zhongshan were fully disclosed, including
the number of permanent residents, regional

distribution, gender composition, age composition,

and education level. The number of permanent
residents in South District in 2020 was 90,270.
Compared with the 64,702 persons published in the
Sixth National Population Census in 2010, there
was a total increase of 25,568 persons in ten years,
with a growth rate of 39.52%. Gender composition:
Of the permanent resident population in South
District, male population accounted for 53.36% and
female population accounted for 46.64%. The male
to female ratio was 114.42:100. Age breakdown:
The 0-14 age group accounted for 17.23%; the 15-
59 age group accounted for 72.64%; and the age
group of 60 and above accounted for 10.13 %, of
which 6.84% were 65 years old or over. Education:
The number of people with university (referring to
higher vocational college and above) education was
18,745 per 100,000 persons; those with high school
(including technical secondary school) education
reached 21,452; those with middle school education
aggregated 31,981; and those with primary education
totaled 10,924 (the above-mentioned people with
different educational attainments included graduates,
dropouts, and current students from the schools). The
average years of schooling were 10.83 years. The
proudest fact was that the average years of schooling
in South District ranked sixth in the city. Close to
20,000 per 100,000 permanent residents had received

a university education.
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Public Welfare Service Project Competition of South District
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The competition started in June 2020 and lasted
until April 2021. The service activities of 20 projects
were successfully completed, winning unanimous
praise from residents and service recipients. In order
to comprehensively evaluate the service quality and
effectiveness, persons in charge of the 20 projects came
to the scene on the day and showcased their project
results in such forms as PowerPoint presentations,
vivid speeches, music performances, pamphlets, and
handicrafts.

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Kuo Chin Fang (1913—1999), was born
in 1913 (or 1920 as some said), with orign in
Zhuxiuyuan, Zhongshan City, Guangdong. He was
a well-known correspondent, photographer, painter,
calligrapher, and boxer. He graduated from Saint
John's University and Shanghai Academy of Fine
Arts. He worked as a photo journalist of the Young
Companion in Shanghai. During the Anti-Japanese
War, he worked as a correspondent of the Division
of Photography, the Publicity Department, the
Kuomintang. After the victory of the war, he became
a photo journalist of Sin Wan Pao in Shanghai. He
learned traditional Chinese painting from Wong
Gwan Bik and boxing from Zheng Manqing. He
joined Shanghai Chin Woo Athletic Federation and
learned Western boxing from Chen Hanxian. In 1936,
he participated in the National Sports Selective
Trial and won the "Boxing Champion". In 1937, he
participated in the international boxing competition
held by Shanghai Western Youth Association,
and won the championship. In 1949, he went to
Taiwan and became a professor at the Department
of Physical Education, Taiwan Normal University.
He had engaged in photo journalism for over three
decades. The Swiss photography alliance awarded
him the title, "Wide Learning". As he was proficient
in journalism, art, and sports, he was known as the

"Knight of Three Brilliances" at home and abroad.
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
